Western Europe has represented one of the toughest outreach 
areas for Book of Hope but Italy now continues to show signs 
of progress.

At the high school in the city of Modica, Sicily, over 2,000 
students received The Book of Hope. In some classrooms, the 
teachers turned the session over to the teams, who shared their 
testimonies and the Good News for an hour at a time, something 
that had been unheard of previously!

The churches in the city of Pescara have organised a festival 
of Christian music and have invited us to bring The Book of 
Hope for distribution to the thousands of students that will be 
attending this event.

Please pray that God will continue to open doors and transform 
lives for good in Italy.

Poland

In Poland, Book of Hope has been partnering with Campus 
Crusade and Josh McDowell.

In a Campus Crusade for Christ event, which brought together 
6,000 young people, The Book of Hope was given to 6,000 
junior and senior high students! The event had been organised 
in partnership with several Catholic churches and included a 
Gospel music concert and special speaker, Josh McDowell.

Our partners report that even during the concert, and certainly 
during the breaks and afterward, young people were flipping 
through, reading and discussing their new books.

Pray that God’s Word will be made real to them and bring about 
new lives in Christ.

Word 4U 2Day, working hand-in-hand with 
The Book of Hope

Our teams now take copies of the Word 4U 2Day  as well as The 
Book of Hope wherever they go and distribute them together, 
equipping children and young people to develop and deepen 
their knowledge and faith about Jesus Christ.

This testimony is from Maz, whose life has been touched by the 
Word 4U 2Day:

So thank you for 
changing my life!’

Here in the UK we had not only blessing and success but 
the anointing of God for His salvation; lives were touched 
and saved in both Northern Ireland and Merseyside. In just 
four weeks 14,250 children and youth received The Book of 
Hope and more than 65 young people came to Christ during 
Hopefest!
   
In Northern Ireland, Pastor Mark Penney, from Whitewell 
Tabernacle Belfast, rose to the challenge to book our teams 
into ‘ALL’ types of schools for assemblies and classroom work 
crossing seemingly un-crossable barriers with God blessed 
success! Mark has a big heart for the Gospel and to reach as 
many children for God as possible with His Word. When Mark 
went into the schools he met both opposition and opportunity 
but through prayer and faith he booked 18 schools to be covered 
in just four school days! That meant in four school days plus 
one weekend in the middle, 8,689 students where reached with 
the Gospel and went home with The Book of Hope!
 
Back in Liverpool, Pastor Allan and a team from Emmanuel 
Baptist now have great relationships with Bootle High (state 
school) and St Ambrose Barlow (Roman Catholic) High School. 
The team carries out regular classroom sessions, assemblies 
and even RE Bible studies in these two schools. A full time 
Christian drama group, partly employed by the school, has also 
begun sessions at the schools.

Both Emmanuel Liverpool and Christ Church 
Independent Methodist Haydock experienced 
the impact of the teams coming to town and 
opening doors which before where closed! On 
top of these miracles some 25 students gave their 
lives to Jesus. Many stories have come from these 
missions. One was how Steff, one of the workers 
helping the Haydock team, was challenged by 
what she heard and gave her life to Jesus too.

This is just an overview of the last two missions here 
in the UK. They were both exciting and inspiring and 
your help and support helps to make this happen. 
It’s like the starfish story: one by one placing them 
back into the sea. Sometimes, as at Hopefest, we see 
groups respond and then get discipled. The fact is 
it’s all for God’s glory; He alone is the driver of these 
missions and when we do our part, first seeking His 
plans, then we know they are already blessed.
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
